You will learn just how important core areas of business 
administration are, ranging from fi nance, accounting, 
and tax management to management and marketing, 
digitalization, and supply chain management.

In addition, students take classes in economics, math-
ematics/statistics, research methods, social skills, inter-
national law, are required to learn a second language 
(entry level B1).

 C1 in English) if your fi rst language is not the  
 program language.
